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(7) started 5 years ago as a big political idea to unite Europe through culture
by making our heritage available to all for work, learning or pleasure. A deeply felt belief
that our shared cultural heritage fundamentally belongs to all of us, and is therefore too
important to leave to market forces alone to digitise and make available. We still believe
in this big idea. We are (7) , the network for the cultural heritage sector in
Europe, and we think we are in a unique position to make these ideals come true. We
are expanding our network with thousands of cultural institutions, politicians, tech
entrepreneurs, developers and researchers all with one thing in common: a shared dream
of a world where every citizen will have access to all cultural heritage. We transform the

world with culture.

We have come a long way in a short time. In 5 years, we built an infrastructure that
connects more than 30 million (33.9) objects from over 2,500 institutions. From the
Rijksmuseum to the Institut Cartografic de Catalunya and from the British Library to

the National Audiovisual Institute in Warsaw, we have made all the descriptive data

available under the most licensing conditions.
In the meantime, the world around us has changed. The ubiquity of and

tablet computers is a significant new challenge. It is now not good enough to deliver
scant* detail or low quality images; we need to serve carefully curated content designed
to work with today and tomorrow's technology. Our vision is an infrastructure that
connects Europe's culture digitally in the same way that roads and railways do physically.
A laboratory that innovates for our new world using the richness of our past. We need a
backbone that allows us to store, to access, to improve and to share. A place where
copyright is respected, but ease of use is the mantra. We need to become the cultural

innovators servicing the holders of cultural heritage and the users in equal measure.

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STM publishing takes place within the broader system of scholarly communication,
which includes both formal and informal elements. Scholarly communication plays
different roles at different stages of the research cycle, and (like publishing) is
undergoing technology-driven change. Categorising the modes of communication into
one-to-one, one-to-many and many-to-many, and then into oral and written, provides a
helpful framework for analysing the potential impacts of technology on scholarly
communication.

Journals form a core part of the process of scholarly communication and are an integral
part of scientific research itself. Journals do not just disseminate information, they also
provide a mechanism for the registration of the author’s precedence; maintain quality
through peer review and provide a fixed archival version for future reference. They also
provide an important way for scientists to navigate the ever-increasing volume of

published material.

The annual revenues generated from English-language STM journal publishing are
estimated at about $10 billion in 2017, within a broader STM information publishing
market worth some $25.7 billion. About 41% of global STM revenues (including non-
journal STM products) come from the USA, 27% from Europe/Middle East, 26% from
Asia/Pacific and 6% from the rest of the world.

There were about 33,100 active scholarly peer-reviewed English-language journals in
mid-2018 (plus a further 9,400 non-English-language journals), collectively publishing
over 3 million articles a year. The number of articles published each year and the number
of journals have both grown steadily for over two centuries, by about 3% and 3.5% per
year respectively. However, growth has accelerated to 4% per year for articles and over
5% for journals in recent years. The reason is the continued real terms growth in
research and development expenditure, and the rising number of researchers, which now
stands at between 7 and 8 million, depending on definition, although only about 20% of

these are repeat authors.
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In seeking faculty support for the integration of library resources into the curriculum,
planners must understand that most faculty are not comfortable in library settings
beyond their narrow areas of specialization.

Faculty development efforts could improve this situation. These efforts could

encompass the following:

keeping faculty apprised of new information resources and services in their own
fields of research

familiarizing faculty with relevant resources and services beyond their areas of
specialization

familiarizing faculty and/or their assistants and secretaries with the time-saving
tools and services of the library

helping faculty understand the research capabilities and needs of their students
working with faculty in developing learning experiences based on the use of books,
magazines, newspapers, and online and media resources

working with faculty in structuring experiences that will effectively promote the

mastery of information-management skills

The first three activities directly promote (7) comfort with and use of
libraries. The last three activities though directed at learning, will promote
the same ends, as ‘ (7) | and | (7) ‘ work and learn together while

developing and offering library-based learning experiences. When work as
members of a research team, knowledge of available resources and services

will also grow.
